In addition we received
word back from EF and unfortunately we are required to pay $25 for a checked bag 40lbs or under, it is S50 if you are
over this amount so weigh your bag before you get to the airport!!!! You could save yourself some money by not
checking a bag and taking a carry on. You are allowed 1 carry on suitcase and 1 bag (purse, backpack, etc.). All carry on
suitcase must meet the dimensions set by the airport. Please make sure you look at the rules regarding liquids on
board, they will not be allowed on if they do not meet code! Talk to Seip or Baker if you have any questions or
concerns. We can always purchase things like bug spray, sunscreen, and contact solution when we arrive.
